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Affordable housing is extremely important to us. We feel that to maintain Aspen's sense of community,
people like us, who live and work in Aspen, are paramount. As the years go by we find that the things we
love about Aspen will keep us here -- recreation, a family-friendly environment with small-town
character yet big cultural opportunities. Obviously, making Aspen a world-class resort that draws in
second-home owners provides the taxes we need to pay for all the amenities that we enjoy.

Aspen City government needs a complete overhaul to be more responsive to needs of community as it
exits today and not from the perspective of the "good old days".

Aspen needs more small shops with unique local merchandise and fewer high-end shops in the core. It
also needs some reasonable family restaurants since Little Annie's is closing and we have lost LaCocina
and the Red Onion. Aspen has outpriced itself as a family resort.

Stop building employee housing!! We have too much and it has ruined the area. It is abused,
mismanaged and has pushed free-market prices out of range of anyone. It has made Aspen into a
Company Town where the company owns all the houses and the people living there have nothing. They
end up resenting it. I resent the emphasis on the entire subject; it takes too much from other important
programs.

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Having lived in Switzerland for many years and being a heavy user of the transportation systems there
we feel the new transit program into town is excellent and is sure to be a huge success as long as we do
a few things. 1) prevent cheating in the bus lanes (the key to the bus system is that it be a huge
advantage over driving and if people cheat it slows the buses and hence drives down the advantage to
the bus. 2) more seats on buses for those living near Aspen. The closer you live to Aspen the fewer
seats are available. 3) A simple GPS type program to give users an idea where the buses are even if
they are late. The probelm is not so much that the buses can not keep their schedule it is more that you
have a limited idea when the bus will come. If we could develop a simple system for users to know
where the buses are (especially if you can do that before you leave the house) we think ridership would
skyrocket. In Switerland it is unusual to stand for more than a minute or two before the bus arrives. This
is mainly due to their ability to keep the schedule. While that may be difficult to do in our environment, an
alternative where the user can know where the bus is will accomplish the same goal and be of great
interest to more riders.

Continue to support a vibrant, diverse, middle class presence with good schools, support for the
environment, LOCAL community arts, and local community spirit...

Bring Aspen back to the community and its citizens. We are going in the wrong direction. Too few people
are directing this town for their own agenda and destroying the character and quality of life through large
dense development and big city ideals.

This survey was not well written. Hard to interpret some of the questions because you over-simplified
issues and lumped things together. The government needs a total overhaul. There is too much tension
between different segments of the community and a tendancy to stereotype individuals based on income
level. Anyone involved in reviewing the AACP should be representative of all segments of the
community with no particular constituency holding a majority of seats. While this doesn't affect me,
part-time residents have absolutely no voice and this adds to the tension. The community should allow
those part-time members of the community to participate in a meaningful and appropriate way. There is
not enough civility and respect in our government. I have been disappointed in what I have seen.

shopping tourists.

The Aspen Community Plan is too ambitious. Too much government space- should be in AABC not
downtown. Calls for too much development overall.

Need more input from people who have strong business backgrounds, the town should not be in the
building business. The N40 was good, because it didn't cost the town anything...John McBride took all
the risk with doing the infrastructure. There are contractors, designers, etc. who would probably donate
their time as a community service to advise the city and maybe even donate some of the work.

I think we can be a model for other communities with regards to environmental issues and energy
efficiency.
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Having used the 2000 AACP regularly for the last 8 years, I find it to be a well intended tool. However,
our elected officials reference the AACP in their final closing argument to support their decision. I think it
is important to make reference in the updated AACP outlining how this tool should be used in the public
process. Implementing more of a quantitative approach rather than 'feelings' and 'interpretations' is the
only way to ensure this tool will not be abused.

Bring back more affordable stores.

Get rid of the numerous realtor's offices in the downtown mall areas. I miss the old dusty antique shops
with all sorts of interesting items. Thank god a wealthy patron purchased Explore Booksellers or I would
never spend time in Aspen again. They are tearing down all my favorite nooks and crannies: The Ute
City Grill (best burgers for lunch), El Toro's (now a posh, over-priced hole in the wall). I no longer find it
interesting to explore the downtown area of Aspen. I sometimes pop into Pattie's to pick up a piece of
jewelry for a gift. I do spend time at Explore Booksellers and I love to prowl around upstairs at Carl's
Pharmacy. Otherwise, Aspen is going to hell! I discovered Aspen in 1968, and I miss breakfast at The
Red Onion or Andre's....most of you are probably too young to remember the best years of Aspen. I also
remember when the housekeeping staff spoke English...because they were newly-hatched PhD's taking
a year or two off to just explore, ski and exist. Thank goodness the Steak Pit is still here - although at a
new location...I miss the old location under the City Market. PLEASE DON'T CONTINUE TO RUIN
ASPEN! I suppose the Cooper Street Pier will be gone by the next time I get there to ski....yes, these
creaky old bones still hit the slopes on my brand new K2's and my old, comfy rear entry red Salomon
boots. PLEASE KEEP SOME OF THE FLAVOR OF OLD ASPEN TOWN...

"I believe we should spend some of our affordable housing funds to create a senior center facility so that
our seniors who need care are not sent down valley after living in Aspen all their lives.

While the cultural and
recreational area are superb, the over-sized, over-building, luxury shops, fractional ownership- all
changed the once lovely, small town atmosphere. How much enviromental damage is done by private
jets? over building? and automobile traffic? The answer- enormous damage. We have been and are
worried about Aspen's future."

Especially
the second home owners. The large size of homes is not necessary, and creates enviromental
waste/damage. I'd also like our community to start composting food waste."

"If people own employee housing I think they should be able to pass it on to their children."

"When considering affordable housing project, please aim to build more single family homes- even if
they are small (1000 sq.ft.) people are happier tham in condos and townhomes. We would give up our 3
br condo for a smaller house in an instant!"

"Control industrial growth. Control high end growth. Preserve historical sites. Preserve 2 land entrance to
Aspen - no + lane freeway!!! Make airport better for locals - less jet pollution."

"Another poorly worded and misguided 'survey'. How much did this cost us? #77 can be easily
misinterpreted"

"Dump the 2nd home owners & Jet trash!"

"Make it easier for locals to fix up (remodel) their houses. The process to go thru historic committee &
building departments & such cost us so much time & money we couldn't afford to do the remodel."

It's
just another way the local worker gets percelized in our community & makes it harder & more expensive
to work in Aspen. Poor: need more employee housing of better quality, make it easier for businesses to
survive in the community & for new lodging to be built, address the traffic problems."

Priorities seem out of balance. If we want to slow growth and development, we MUST also slow
government building projects (affordable housing, office space). Not enough emphasis on Aspen as a
world class resort. This resort is what creates the benefits that makes the community great, and not the
other way around.
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The recent real estate developments indicate a lack of realiatic management-- the Condos at Little Nell
are an atrocious illustration of over-done growth-- a beautiful area now is like 10# of potatoes in a 5#
bag. I fear the new development near Lift 1 will block out beautiful mountain views as well. That the town
was snookered into allowing the humonguous, clearly single-family homes at the top of Mill
demonstrates an inability to adequately police development limitations, making zero growth the only
viable opton-- managed growth appears impossible.

Priorities are not balanced, there is too much emphasis on affordable housing and not enough on those
issues that maintain Aspen as a world class resort. If you want to stop the growth, you must slow down
the building of affordable housing and other government projects.    It is imperative to solve the traffic
problem in/out of Aspen by increasing lanes into town and increasing the amount of downtown parking
by offering a parking garage, possibly below ground.    How do we plan to replace the lost lodging/beds
if we don't allow growth?

"Economic indicators suggest that our biggest problems- traffic congestion & explosive growth will be
resolved soon- please do not panic & force the straight shot entrance to Aspen down our throats. With
global warming & huge recession we won't have to worry about people wanting to come here- just the
opposite- we will need to strategize to beg people to come here! (the city is acting still as if their funding
will continue to flow in freely)- stop wasting money on endless studies of the entrance to Aspen- the
people have spoken- leave it alone."

I believe that in an effort to preserve what is good about Aspen we have moved in a direction that will
eventually cause independent thinkers (what made our town great) to leave because the government is
entirely too heavy handed. The controls are suffocating entrepreneurial thinking. The reason why new
homes are being built by developers is that the average person does not have the stomach to go
through the process. In the end, life is too short. It is too hard here. It is too bad that the choice becomes
to leave. It is easier to be a second home owner and be ignorant to what it takes to do business here,
than to be apart of it. Sad and disappointing.

"Our city and county government are too focused on negatives like discouraging any growth, stopping
traffic into Aspen penalzing parking it will come back to haunt us if tourist business slows down"

"Investing in recreational facilities is vital to the long term viability of Aspen as a resort community. We
are a world class resort and a community. Because we do both well we are unique from other ski
resorts. With global warming looming, We cannot continue to rely on the ski mountains as our only
attraction. The Arc is a great amenity and should be upgraded, per the business plan. Aspen is a health
& fitness focused community - that's what attracts many people here. It's an Aspen core value"

"I wish it was not a real estate, construction based economy. I suppport affordable housing but do not
want to see people retire in those houses or we will never be able to have enough. Then we are creating
a subsidized retirement community. Free market home owners who have been here a long time will not
be able to retire here. Creating a 2 level society. Huge 2nd homes are wasteful & the jobs they create
contribute tobtoo much traffic."

"Make reasonable efforts to limit size of residences, reducing demands on our utilities. Encourage use
of public transportation. limit growth"

"Aspens high rents downtown do drive out the smaller business and restaurants. Also -the large homes
sit empty."
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"Re: Public safety and enviromental quality: dogs are barking frequently during work hours in town; our
alarms are constantly sounding in town during day/work hours; cars idle everywhere, summer and
winter. There seems to be no regulation concerning these issues. Shop doors are left open summer and
winter using far more energy than necessary. The loss of old-time charm that attracted people to Aspen
is sad and unfortunate. Why kill the goose that laid the golden egg?"

"Patter Aspen after Zermatt, San Moritz. Get rid of the cars!"

"Downtown commercial vibrancy needs to be encouraged. Contruction of a major underground parking
structure next to the bus station on Durnt would help. The traffic caused by z line entrance to Aspen is
creating a nuissance and polution problem."

"I miss the old Aspen. The mom and pops stores, we cater to the wealthy- all about greed its amazing-
the old local (bankers, realtors and landlords)have raped our little town and ruined their old community
the almighty $. Why are they not ashamed? As should be the old families that want to sell out the
precious local land and buildings to big developers. Where is the heart? Where have all the flowers
gone? Thankful for Mick Ireland for not selling out. He is a hero Aspen needs. We need more of men like
Mick to stand up for the preservation of what makes & has made Aspen famous. Oh for the days of
John Denver and Rocky Mt. high! We need hitching posts for that guy who used to ride his horse to
town. We want our city bar back. Flying Dog, Red Union, Smuggler restaurant, all the place Harley took
from us. I could go on - I bet you get my gest. Thanks!"

"The price of entertainment- recreation is in keeping with the times- but it is much too high for people on
low income."

"We need to get light rail service in place w/ the valley. We need to limit giant homes for the impacts they
have on resource consumption and land use. We need to pursue geothermal energy pssibilities. We
need to seiously limit contruction in town- currently air quality noise and truck traffic has had a very
negative effect on quality of life/experience downtown!"

"Mayor Mick is doing a wonderful job -along with all of those in city govt." #32= "But open the bus lane
that you just closed off from Buttermilk to roundabout!" #42= "Limit the size of homes!"

With a few exceptions Aspen still has its head it the sand when it comes to the urency of global
warming. The time frame to get it corrected is much shorter than most people realize. Yet Aspen still
allows more huge building projects and still refuses to build the light-rail train and doesn't enforce
existing emissions regulations. The extension of Aspen Airport is not necessary but adds to global
warming. Even 'green built' construction causes too much air polution, fumes, etc and they burn too
much fuel to get the job done, and then they stand empty still consuming energy. I wish empty buildings
could be transformed into affordable housing" #49= "Music is essential art & theater too but we have
way too many art galleries that sell expensive 'schlocky'; art with gloppy paint and gaudy colors how
about some better art!"

We don't love the jealous,
self-serving town council members.

Control growth with care, but be reasonable. no more Dancing Bears/Limelights. if you are going to
build, it must be aesthetically desgned.
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It sure is difficult for a family of 3-5, that wants to raise a family in the Aspen area, afford to make it
happen. There a plenty of housing opportunities for singles and couples that make little money, but very
few opportunities for the family with kids that makes good money, but no where near enough for free
market. And that is too bad, because we are the people that want to raise our kids here, and be involved
with this wonderful community forever. Not just a season or two.
