On question 62, my answer reflects significant disillusionment with the way affordable housing allows
circumventing of regulations such as parking, setbacks, density and other healthy code requirements. I
feel the same way about rampant and excessive code exceptions for "historic" tradeoffs. In some cases
this creates neighborhood conflict, and raises questions about community values that drove the codes in
the first place.

Get "big brother" government off our backs. Also, the current council should acknowledge that Aspen is
a resort and we must continue to attract visitors to maintain our economic viability.

I think the current council, specifically Ireland and Johnson, Skadron and Kasabach (and formerly
DeVilbiss), represent extreme arrogance and incompetence, and an extreme anti-development attitude
that is counter-productive for the community.

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This survey is poorly created and does not afford the opportunity for effective public input. The
"community", not just staff/politicians should have participated in the formation of the survey. The tone,
content and usefulness of this survey likely would have been different with "community" input.  This
survey and AACP process flies in the face of 2000 Visions for the Aspen Area statement: "Openness is
closing and hidden agendas are increasing....The excessive body of regulations must not keep
expanding and many should be reconsidered".  Statements in this survey ("Statements are taken directly
from the 2000 AACP") are inaccurate, misleading and fabricated. Of the 14 "statements...taken directly
from the 2000 AACP", I could only verify 3 as actually in the 2000 AACP. This disturbs me and is
consistent with misrepresentations during "live" AACP sessions.  A significant issue in Aspen is the
Entrance to Aspen and traffic, yet commentary and input opportunities on this topic are highly limited by
the authors and therefore preclude public input/survey comment.

We are planning on moving out of the area because of the cost of living and child care issues. There is
not enough activities for toddler/preschool age children.

It drives people
away. All the city does with the revenue is squander it. It is shamefull, elitist, and terrible."

"After voting to support our current Mayor 3 times over the years I feel he has allowed the ploitical
process to stray from the rule of law into private (personal) fights based on emotion not logic. His heavy
handed oversight for the city council meetings has become a drag on the process of achieving a
consensus."

Restaurants & grocery stores are crazy expensive -
grocery stores are ugly!!"

"I think people who bought homes here 30+ yrs ago should have every right to sell them at market price.
They got lucky! If someone wants to buy it and spend one month a year in it. Make them pay for decent
employee housing so that Aspen will remain a nice town to live in and a fun place to visit."

"Growth management by incentives + $ fees no enforcement. Traffic/82 solved by unerpasses instead
of stop lites & making it 4 lane. Traffic/Aspen solved by adaquate underground parking ok inside Aspen
Mountain like w Europe. Growth management method is harsh it needs to be more on the order of
incentives & heward with more flexibity for the property owner to develope ie detached bed homes in
clusters or singly."

"Being a local for 19 years & as this community expands at a tremendous rate, I keep feeling the
expenses are pushing me & my parents away. Affordable housing would be great, but better if it was
offered to those in need who have lived in Aspen for more than 10,20.30,40 even 50 years. It might be
able to let parents, like mine, better support their kids out in the real world, where life mistakes &
challenging barriers mean $1000's and more $ that living here takes away from."

"Aspen area could go either way. We need to ease the congestion at the 's' turns related to the polution
in the form of 'CO' the sitting traffic in & out of Aspen is currently and will continue to affect air quality
especially in the upper valley. The same amount of vehicles will come and go especially with Aspens
limited parking situation. Why are we making all of these vehicles idle from the airport to the east end of
town?"
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"Aspen needs to get off the bully pulpit and actually do what Aspen preaches. Aspen preaches against
plastic bags but yet have plastic bags in the locker room at the Rec Center. Aspen talks about proper
water techniques and conservation and yet waters/over waters the bike path and those who are trying to
use the bike path in the middle of the day, above ground sprinklers instead of drip irrigation along the
bike path. When Cemetery Lane is washed down all the water and garbage ends up on the bike path.
West End streets are washed down at 8:30, right when folks are trying to ride their bike to work. Aspen
preaches about alternative commuting yet discourages it at every turn. Blowing the snow off the golf
course greens last spring (how much labor costs and carbon did that use) while bikers were still riding in
dirt, snow and ice covered bike paths. I can give example after example of the City preaching one thing
and doing (and wasting tax money) doing the exact opposite! Improve the facilities that we already have
instead pouring more money down the drain (with poor designs decision and management) building
more and more - i.e. upgrade the Rec Center, not the institutionalized/industrialized locker room and
substandard lap pool area that we have now! Whose great idea was the anti-canary, slick when wet
granite in the steam room? Enforce the ordinances that we already have instead of wasting time and
resources on more ordinances that will never be enforced, i.e. leash laws, picking up after dogs,
lighting, noise, HOV lanes, speed limits. The city needs to get out of their tunnel vision of what they
want at all costs and actually listen and be responsive to its citizens most of my contact with the city I
feel like I'm interrupting them."

"My home was falling down- we remodeled part of it and we had an additional 400 sq ft in which to
expand- 7 years later we could afford to tear down the remeining old structure & rebuild. The laws had
changed & we could no longer utilize are additional 400 sq ft that is needed to make that part of the
house liveable we can not afford a TDR & rebuild- This type of legislation chases middle class familes
out of Aspen"

"You need to preserve the 1950-70s downtown streets capes & low-rise character from "Feaux
Leadville" 3 & 4 strong building blocks (lot line to cothine) developments. Your codes & building depts.
should be changed to do this since they are a big part of these problems."

"lets try HOV lanes to the round about as an experiment. at least allow taxis and delivery trucks to use
bus lanes"
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
